Troop 243 2015 Code of Conduct

All participants (Scouts and adult leaders) are asked to read this Code of Conduct, and agree to abide by its terms, as a condition of participation in Boy Scout Troop 243.  
1. I will use the principles of the Scout Oath, the Scout Law, and the Outdoor Code as my guide at all times.

2. A Scout is Trustworthy:  I will respect troop property and the property of other people.  I will not try to hide any damage I may cause, but will honestly admit my mistakes and take responsibility for them.  Theft or intentional destruction of property is grounds for expulsion.

3. A Scout is Loyal, Helpful, and Cheerful:  I will maintain a positive attitude, and do my part to make the activity a success.  I will do my share of the work cheerfully, without shirking or complaining.  

4. A Scout is Friendly and Kind:  I will not ridicule or make fun of anyone.  I will not fight with, threaten, or intimidate anyone.  Hazing has no place in scouting.    

5. A Scout is Courteous:  In consideration of others, I agree to follow the troop’s bedtime and sleep schedule on campouts.  I will attend all scheduled programs, and will show respect to the presenters by listening attentively.   

6. A Scout is Obedient:  I will follow the rules of my troop and my patrol.  I will strictly obey the safety rules of all supervisors and instructors.  Defiance of troop leaders will not be tolerated. 

7. A Scout is Thrifty:  I will not waste or misuse the resources of my troop, patrol, or family.  Following the Outdoor Code, I will be “conservation minded” so that others may enjoy the environment too. 

8. A Scout is Brave:  I will take responsibility for my actions even when I may be disciplined for them.  I will stand up for what is right, even if I may be less popular as a result.  For the good of the troop, I will report serious violations of this Code of Conduct or BSA rules to my Senior Patrol Leader or an adult leader.  
9. A Scout is Clean:  I will not use coarse, vulgar, or profane language.  I will keep myself neatly dressed and presentable.  I will wear my scout uniform as required by the troop.  On campouts, I will strive to keep my tent and personal gear neat and clean.  I will dispose of trash properly.  I will do my share to keep our campsite clean and litter free. 

10. A Scout is Reverent:  I will not take the Lord’s name in vain.  I will participate respectfully in troop or patrol prayers and any religious services the troop may attend.  

11. Following BSA rules, the Outdoor Code, and the principles of Leave No Trace, I will never cut on a living tree with any cutting tool.  

12. I understand that the purchase, possession, or consumption of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs is prohibited – both for youth and for adult leaders. 

13. In accordance with U.S., local, and state laws, adult leaders and youth are prohibited from having firearms and weapons in their possession. 

14. I understand that possession or detonation of fireworks is prohibited. 
15. I understand that unless otherwise stated, no electronics including games phones or any other device is allowed on any camp out unless otherwise specified by the troop leadership.
 

16. I understand and agree that violations of this Code of Conduct (including, but not limited to:  theft or destruction of property, open defiance of leaders, repeated use of inappropriate language, cutting on live trees, or the possession of prohibited substances) may result in the participant being sent home from an activity (at his expense) and may result in further discipline, including suspension from future activities or expulsion from the troop.  Parents/Guardians understand that they may receive a call to come get a misbehaving scout and agree to do so when requested, regardless of the length of the trip.  No refunds will be provided when this happens.
