Dear parents and friends of Troop 243,

3. Flower Sale  - Congratulations to Alex Risen, and Matthew Heuser, who received gift certificates to the Scout Shop, for being the top salesmen in the first week of flower sales!  Scouts should make an effort to sell flowers every day.  The scouts who put in a large effort are able to earn enough to pay their annual dues and pay for most of their other scouting activities, through their profits from this sale.

4. Flower Sale Help Needed - Mike Michalac and Vince Heuser have many of the lead positions for our flower sale filled.
